Crosstables and Custom Tables when weight is on
A customer discovered that the crosstable and Custom Table didn’t show the same counts, because of that the weight is on (I have taken away the titles for the 2 category variables because of confidential information). We have changed the 3rd column to 2 decimals in the count column for that category, to see the exact values.

When we checked the count with 2 decimals, we saw that it was not any decimals, because the default setting is “Round cell counts”. So 37 is 37.00 for example in the table below:

If we change the default setting in crosstab to this instead, then we get the exakt same result as the custom Tables – that seems to be more correct:

Our question is , why is it not same  default settings in Crosstables and Custom Tables when the weight is on? I mean that “No adjustments” should be chosen in the crosstables command when you have the weight on. 
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
